Stakeholders’ Interests…

DG ENV “finds GNU’s reports interesting, particularly their 

assessment of the GMES projects”

EuroGeoSurveys “appreciate the conclusions of the GNU 

reports, which can be applied in their GMES projects” and 

“are frustrated about GMES governance; many end user 

communities are not represented but are in other fora like 

the GEO high level group or in SEIS. They suggest bringing 

users together to discuss Europe’s GI needs”

GMES Bureau want “a clearer picture of development of 

user coordination within GMES to help consider its role in

Stakeholders’ Interests…

EEA “is interested in what the operational parts of the GNU 

user community will look like in the future. What will follow 

on from GNU for the operational phase, what could it look 

like, and what are the components and elements of a future 

GMES user community”

perspective; interested to see how they are expressed, if 

they are understood and taken up and how communication 

works within GMES user network.

The ECMWF “are a source of data and information of high 

relevance to GMES. They think it is important to make the 

link between GMES and GEO and can bring input from the 

GEO User Interface Committee into GNU and vice versa, 

e.g. concerning user requirements”

GMES to be able to adequately contribute to the in-situ 

data requirements of the core services. Would like to see 

stronger links between GMES and ISOWG and expects 

from GNU that it can contribute, to benefit both areas”

UNOOSA see “potential links to GNU in capacity building 

activities in UN Programme on Space Applications (PSA) 

and UN entities as users of EO data as well as users and 

providers of value added data. GMES data and information 

may also have applications in UN work…”

JRC: from “INSPIRE point of view, his main interest is to 

ensure compliance between GMES and adopted legislation 

for INSPIRE. For INSPIRE legislation still under preparation 

he is interested to ensure their coherent development”
